On March 27,2019, Maryland Department of Transportation Maryland Transit Administration (MDOT MTA) will
convene the first Commission Meeting of the Central Maryland Regional Transit Plan (RTP). The RTP, to be
completed by MDOT MTA by October 2020 in consultation with the Commission and BMC, will provide a 25-year
vision for mobility and define public transportation goals for Central Maryland, including Anne Arundel, Baltimore,
Harford, and Howard Counties, and Baltimore City.
