It is also of vital importance for the
State to continue to provide technical and financial support for our efforts to develop & Central
Maryland Transit Operations Facility (CMTOF) at Fort Meade.

Eliminating this
bottleneck is essential in order to facilitate regional travel demand to and from Fort Meade and
NSA. Furthermore, in order to accommodate regional travel between Fort Meade and 1-95, 1
request that SHA begin a project planning study to provide a minimum of four mainline lanes
