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Maryland SHSP Process

• Current plan 2016-2020 (Update work begins in 2019)

• Toward Zero Deaths methodology
– Reduce by 50% from 2008  2030

– Five-year rolling averages – adjusted with each new year of data

– Single year targets are midpoint of average (e.g. 2017 = 2015-2019)

• Six Emphasis Area Teams
– Aggressive - Distracted

– Impaired - Infrastructure-related

– Occupant protection - Pedestrian/Bicycle
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BRTB Target-Setting Process

• Follow Maryland’s methodology - Toward Zero Deaths
– Reduce by 50% from 2008  2030

• Set five targets specific to the BRTB Region

• Updated targets to be approved no later than February 
26, 2019
– Incorporate new year of data into five –year rolling averages

– Adjust exponential trend line with same fixed end point

– Single year targets are the midpoint of the average

 (e.g. 2017 = 2015-2019)
